605 Jeeps Rockfest trails list and ratings

All trails or combinations of trails are approved routes on the Black Hills National Forest “Motor Vehicle Use Map”
and require a current “Black Hills National Forest Motorized Trail Permit”.

Trail ratings: The rating system is based on a 1-10 scale with 10 being the hardest. Trails here are creek beds with
rolling rock and trail ratings are serious. Traction devices are considered limited slip or devices that require wheel
speed to engage. A locker does not require wheel speed to engage.

For Rockfest we will be using the following three trail ratings.
- Difficulty 4: High Clearance, low range and 4 wheel drive required. Body damage is possible.

- Difficulty 6: Minimum 33” tires, 1 locker or 2 traction devices required; Winch advised due to large boulders,
steep inclines, body damage is possible

- Difficulty 8: Not advisable for novice drivers. Potentially dangerous situations. Maximum ground clearance, skid
plates, body armor and lowest gears highly advised. Body damage is likely. 35"+ tires, 2 lockers, and winch are
required!

-Difficulty 9-10+: Experienced drivers, dangerous situations. Maximum ground clearance, skid plates, body armor
and lowest gears highly advised. Body damage expected. 40+'tires, 2 lockers and winch required!

Vehicles with a lower trail rating MAY be allowed on a higher rated trail at the trail leaders discretion. Minimum
tire size may be increased for select trails. This is a list of the trails we will be running. Just because they are listed
does not mean they will be offered each day.

“Hal John’s Extreme”- Trail Rating 9, All of Hal John’s plus Ubolt and/or Surprise (Special Use Permit)- Limited
group size (40”+tires and 2 lockers required)

“Tback/Bikini”- Trail rating 8+, over 60 obstacles trail increases in difficulty, (37”tire or bigger and 2 lockers a must)
“Full Monty” - Trail Rating 8, Down Kong, up The Bump, Down The Bump, Fullsize & Kong

“Hal John’s’” - Trail Rating 6-8, all of Hal Johns, (bypass available for some sections) and waterfall ( 37” Tire
Recommended and 2 lockers )

“Calamity” - Trail Rating 6, ( Upper 3rd of this trail increases in difficulty a bypass is available.

“Got Milk” - Trail Rating 6, Upper Captain Crunch & Fruity Pebbles (Two Lockers Recommended)

“The Rock Gardens” Trail Rating 8 (37” tire, 2 lockers and winch are required.)

“Ilceman” - Trail Rating 6, (33” tires and traction device recommended

“Flat Nasties” -Trail Rating 6 (37" tire and Two Lockers Recommended)

“Cheery Jake” — Trail Rating 6, Combination of Jake & Cheerios ( 35” tires and 2 lockers Recommended)

“Restless Rubicons” - Trail Rating 4, THIS TRAIL INCLUDES ANY OF OR COMBINATION OF THE FOLLOWING BUT NOT
LIMITED TO TRAILS: DUGANS, MOSES HILL, POLO PEAK, ROAD TO GALENA, HAL JOHNS BYPASS AND other scenic
routes



Trail Signup Procedures

Trails will be first come first served.

On the afternoon of check-in/registration at the event there will be a whiteboard with the following day’s trails
listed. This board will have the trail lead and gunner posted and the time they plan to leave. Please put your first
and last name underneath the trail you wish to run the following day.

If the trail you want to run is full or is not offered as a guided trail that day, feel free to run the trail with a buddy. If
the trail is full please wait at least two hours after the start of the guided trail before heading to the trailhead.

Most trails will accommodate 10-15 Jeeps. If a trail has a maximum capacity, it is to ensure the trail can be run
efficiently and safely.
